The gospel of John ends in a most unusual way.
It is almost as if the writer was so overwhelmed
that he couldn’t write anymore.

Sometimes as we read the gospel stories, we
tend to think this is what we know about Jesus
and that is all there is to know. But, John’s
writer reminds us that the world isn’t big
enough to know everything about Jesus.

| like to think about the stories that are not
recorded in the gospel. What are the sermons
of which we don’'t have a record? What are the
miracles that are not recorded? What are the
parables that we will never read and interpret?

Perhaps the gospel writer doesn’'t intend to
make us imagine the stories that the disciples
could tell us. Maybe he intended for us to
claim the story of Jesus that is still being
written by his present day disciples-US. The
story is still being written.

After all as people who live on this side of the
Resurrection, we know the triumphant message
of life is being told every day. It is not justth
disciples’ recollections of Jesus, but our
experience with Jesus that makes the difference
in our lives. The story of Jesus is a great story,
but the greater story is how it still is being
written on the pages of our lives

The story is not in the past tense, but the present
tense.

For centuries in Eastern Orthodox, Catholic and
Protestant countries, the week following Easter
Sunday, including "Bright Sunday" (the Sunday
after Easter), was observed by the faithful as
"days of joy and laughter" with parties and
picnics to celebrate Jesus' resurrection.
Churchgoers and pastors told jokes, sang, and
danced.

The custom was rooted in the musings of early
church theologians (like Augustine, Gregory of
Nyssa, and John Chrysostom) that God played a
practical joke on the devil by raising Jesus from
the dead. Risus paschalis the Easter laugh,”
the early theologians called it.

Everyone is encouraged to wear their brightest
clothes and smiles for a celebration. There will
be some fun surprises. Don't miss it.
