“Come and see.” That’s all
he said. It was the shortest
and most informal of

invitations, yet it was

enough. They came. They
Pastor saw. They stayed.

So often, when we think of inviting others
to St. Luke, we're afraid. We think we should
have some level of knowledge before extending
that invitation, just in case we get dragged into
some deep theological discussion. We're afraid
we won'’t have the answers, and that will result
in failure. We're afraid we will be failures.

We've forgotten the beautiful simplicity of
“Come and see.”

Jesus didn’t give answers along with that
invitation in John 1:35-40. He was secure
enough that he let the kingdom speak for itself.
If they came and saw God and wanted to be a
part of that, so be it. If they came and chose not
to be a part, the work would still continue.

We've forgotten that we’re inviting people
to “come and see” Christ.

To invite someone to come and see Jesus is
not the same as inviting them to a birthday
party. We take it personally if someone snubs
our birthday, but this invitation is different.
We’re not even really inviting people to St.
Luke. We’'re inviting them to see the Holy
Spirit as lived out at St. Luke.

If people are moved by the Spirit, they will
stay. If not, they will move on, but our work
will still continue. And the work of the church
is to make disciples for Jesus Christ. That's
work that begins with a simple, fearless,

invitation.
