The 
only way to do that is to have this be a good 
old-fashioned St. Luke Christmas, so that is 
exactly what we’re going to do. 
 I look forward to celebrating the season with 
you, and I thank you for welcoming me into the 
family.

2.  Holiday plants may look good enough to eat for children.  Plants to watch out for are:  mistletoe, 

holly berries, Jerusalem cherry and amaryllis. 
  
3.  Refrigerate or freeze leftovers in covered shallow containers within two hours after cooking.  Wash 

hands before food preparation to prevent the spread of germs. 
  
4.  While stress during this season cannot be completely eliminated, there are some things we can do to 

minimize it.  Plan errands and shopping trips in a reasonable manner. Avoid rushing through 
shopping malls and parking lots to prevent injuries. 

  
5.  Enjoy a new hobby or tradition during this busy time.  Watch a family oriented movie that highlights 

a meaningful aspect of the holidays.   
 
As an adult, watching holiday movies has become a special tradition for me.   It's a welcome break from 
all those activities that can leave me exhausted.  Whether your favorite is Charlie Brown's Christmas, A 
Wonderful Life, or Polar Express, may you find a chance to recharge and reflect in this busy time of 
year.
