AN OUNCE OF
PREVENTION
IT STARTS WITH
HANDWASHING

Winter is the peak of flu and common cold
season. To minimize the spread of contagious
germs, a few simple steps can be the "ounce of
prevention” that we need. Here are a few short
tips to remember:

1. Remove watches, rings, and bracelets when
washing your hands.

2. Keep fingernails short and do not use
artificial nails.

3. Make sure sleeves are rolled up or pushed
out of the way when washing.

4. Good hand washing consists of: wetting
your hands with warm water, apply
generous amount of soap, rub your hands
together for at least 20 seconds, rinse, dry
your hands with a paper towel if in public,
and use a clean paper towel to turn off the
faucet and open the door.

5. The Center for Disease Control suggests
using alcohol based hand sanitizers if water
and soap are not available with a minimum
alcohol content of 62% and preferably in a
gel form.

6. If you want a time estimate of 20 seconds
for washing your hands, recite or sing the
Happy Birthday to You song while you
wash.

Stay healthy and be an advocate of the Ounce
of Prevention.
