As you know, Pastor Sherry is returning for her
seventh year at St. Luke.

The Service of Ordination and Commissioning
was a most serious and meaningful service during
which candidates at all levels of ministry are
recognized and examined by Bishop James
Swanson. Seventeen candidates were elevated to
the highest level of Elder.

John Smith, a former member of St. Luke, was
among those elevated to Elder. He entered the
ministry twenty-one years ago and because of his
age retired this year.

Throughout the services there was a celebration of
the “50th Anniversary of Full Clergy Rights for
Women in the Methodist Tradition”.

Preachers for two of the worship services were
Bishop Mary Virginia Taylor from South Carolina
and Reverend Janice Robertson from Jefferson
City, TN. Rev. Robertson has served churches in
the Chattanooga District and is a close friend of
Pastor Sherry’s.

After years of borrowing and renting an office in
Knoxville, the Conference voted to purchase a
building in the Maryville area to serve as a
permanent headquarters for the Holston
Conference. The building selected is very attvacti
and will cost approximately two million dollars.

Nine years ago Fran Lynch from the Holston
Conference moved to the UMC in Willow, Alaska.

This church’s ministry has grown and there is now
a need for additional funds for transportation,
food, clothing, etc. An offering taken at

Conference raised over $93,000 for this cause.
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While the membership in the Conference

continues to drop, there are several churches
that are showing significant increases. During

the past year four churches were abandoned
and four other churches combined into two.

The Holston Conference budget for 2007 is
$15.9 million for an increase of 3.8%. Most
of this income comes from the Fair Share
Apportionment.

A great deal of time was devoted to the
responsibility of Church Laity and their need
to have a shared ministry with the pastor.

Some changes in parsonage responsibilities

will be made over the next four years

including leaving one or two bedrooms and

the family room unfurnished to allow

incoming pastors use of their own furniture.
After hearing from other churches, | concluded
that St. Luke is very fortunate to have a caring
pastor, a dynamic program, a building that meets
most of our needs and a congregation that is
strong for spiritual growth.
