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TOY SAFETY

Recently, increased media

coverage has centered on

children's toy safety and

recalls. As consumers, it is

important to be aware of

what we can do to keep

children safe while they play. On the average,
only 15 children under the age of 14 die
annually from a toy related injury but caution is
still a must to avoid potential injuries. A
website , www.safekidsusa.com, that has
valuable information about current recalls and
general safety tips offers these suggestions:

1. Choking on small parts is the most
common culprit in toy related injury
deaths.

2. Over 3 million toys are sold in the US
every year, with only a fraction of these
being recalled.

3. When buying toys, stick to a reputable
dealer and use caution with second hand
toys or online purchases.

4. Commercial small parts testers are
available but a general rule is if the toy or
parts will fit through an empty toilet paper
roll, it is too small for children 3 years or
less.

5. Encourage children to safely store toys.
Keep toys of younger children separate
from older children's toys.

6. Use safety hinges on toy boxes to prevent
the lid from closing on a child that is
leaning into the toy box.

Children are a gift. Protect them from toy
related injuries.
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
