Give alms...Pray to your 
Father...Fast without a 
gloomy face.  (Instructions 
from Matthew 6:1-18) 
 
It’s Lent.  I know sometimes 
Lent seems like a strange 

time of the church year. Most people think it’s the 
time we give up things we like (chocolate, meat, 
television) because it makes a better person.  Each 
year someone usually asks me to explain what Lent 
is all about and what does it mean.  So here is the 
Revised Short Version. 
 

The word Lent comes from the Anglo-Saxon word 
lencten, which means spring.  People view spring as 
a time of growth, a period when new life emerges 
from the deathlike state of winter. The theme of 
death and rebirth plays a vital role in the Lenten 
journey. 
 

Lent is the 40 days before Easter (excluding 
Sundays.) The number 40 has biblical significance. 
In the story of Noah's ark, it rained for 40 days and 
40 nights. Moses journeyed with the Israelites for 
a period of 40 years in the desert. Jesus later spent 
40 days in the desert where he resisted sin. 
 

There are three practices that Christians focus on 
intensifying during Lent to prepare them for the 
new life of Easter.  They are fasting, almsgiving 
and prayer. 
 

Most people think of fasting as going without food 
for a specific time.  That is the traditionally method of 
fasting.  In the current age of technology however, 
some might find fasting from computers, cell phones 
or television a growing experience.  A friend of mine 
abstains from using his computer on Saturday and 
Sunday.  This is a real sacrifice for him. 
 

Almsgiving simply means making the needs of 
others our own, especially the needy of our world. 
And what shall we give? We could give some of our 
time, some of our talent, material resources, perhaps.  
Whatever we give, though, it should be something of 
ourselves, something that costs us. Paradoxically, 
Jesus also teaches, when we give; we receive some 
blessing from God in return. 
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Prayer during the time of Lent should especially 
focus on the habits, attitudes and sins that keep 
us from growing into a fresh relationship with 
Christ.  Remember we are leaving the old ways 
that lead to death and move toward a life-
affirming path. 
 

Of course we should engage in fasting, 
almsgiving and prayer year round. However, 
these practices tend to be intensified during Lent, 
a time when we examine the role of sin in our 
lives, engage in penance for our sins and refocus 
our efforts to grow spiritually and return to 
Christ. 
 

May God use this Lenten season to strengthen 
you and ready you for receiving Easter.
