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TIPS TO HELP PREVENT  MEDICAL  
ERRORS 

 
Despite the best of intentions, it is recognized 
by government agencies, group health care 
providers, and various health care providers that 
medical errors are a national problem.  The 
Agency for Healthcare Research and Quality 
advises the following things to consider about 
your health care.  
 
1.  Be an active partner of your health care team 

by being involved and informed.  
2.  Ask for explanations of medications in terms 

you can understand, both from your 
physician and your pharmacist.  For  
example, "What is this medicine for?" 

3. If you are being discharged from the hospital, 
ask your physician to explain the specifics of 
the treatment plan you are to follow at home.  
This includes medicines as well as activity 
restrictions. 

4.  Speak up when you are unsure.  You have a 
right to question those who are involved in 
your care.  Take a family member or friend 
to appointments if you feel you need 
someone to help with this. 

5.  If you have a test, ask about the results and 
when you can expect to hear a report from 
your physician. 

 
A key to preventing medical errors is open 
communication.  Your life and health depend 
on it!!! 
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Have you noticed the white 5-
gallon buckets around the 
church?  They are for the 2008 
Chattanooga District Hands-On 
Mission Project, food buckets 
for Zimbabwe.  If you would 
like to participate, each bucket 
should contain: 

· 1-5 lb. bag of cornmeal 
· 1-5 lb. bag of self-rising flour 
· 1-4 lb. bag of sugar 
· 1-2 lb. bag of rice 
· 1-2 lb. bag of dried beans 
· 1-2 lb. or 2-1lb. canned ham 
· 1 box of powdered milk 
· 1 box of tea bags (take out of box) 
· 1-26 oz. box of salt 
· 1 box of black pepper 
· 1-16 oz. bottle of cooking oil 
Pack your items in a 5 gallon bucket with a lid 
and tape an envelope with $5 in it to your 
bucket for shipping.  The buckets need to be at 
St. Luke by Sunday, June 1.  If you have 
questions, call 629-0333. 
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
