The process of aging is inevitable. Many of us, including seniors, will be
called upon to act as care-givers. To ease the burdens and emotionally
taxing issues of care-giving, a non-profit organization called Children of
Aging Parents (CAPS) was formed in 1980. The idea for this group evolved
from a small group of neighbors who were caring for their elderly parents.
The biggest and most important step in dealing with care-giving issues is to
"air" fears and concerns of all family members. These discussions should
occur while the person who will be receiving care is capable of participating
in these often complex issues.
Here are a few specific areas that CAPS has outlined for consideration:
1. GENERAL QUESTIONS- Who will be the principal caregiver? Which
responsibilities will be shared and by whom ( i.e. shopping, doctors visits,
day care)?
2. FINANCIAL- Is there a list of assets, their value and their location and
where is the list found? |s medical coverage adequate? Is there a will, living
will power of attorney, durable power of attorney? Where are these
documents located? Is there an insurance policy and where is it located?
3. HOUSING- What housing options are available? Can the elderly person
live alone safely? Is a life care community feasible?
4. PHYSICAL CONDITION- Has the person had a recent physical including
attention to geriatric needs? What medications, both prescriptions and over
the counter are being taken?
5. AFTER DEATH- Are there any pre-paid funeral expenses? Can you
discuss death with the person for whom you are caring or will be caring for?

Most elderly people do not fear this, contrary to popular belief and will feel a
sense of relief if their family is aware of their specific wishes.

With the advancements of modern technology and medical science, many
of us will be living longer. As a result, care giving issues will continue to
grow as a concern for families, employers, and the national economy by
large proportions. Take the time to discuss concerns, wishes, and plans
before crisis occurs.
